Before Jesus, all the priests died and had to be replaced, but, 
“because He remains forever,” His priesthood does not pass 
away.  Jesus saves “those who approach God through Him.” 

     GOSPEL READING:  Mark  12:28-34 
 

The greatest command is this: Love the Lord your God with all 
your heart, soul, mind and strength. The second is this: Love 
your neighbour as yourself. 
 
Having just given the people the ten commandments, Moses  
extols them as a blessing, a way to grow and prosper and     
eventually reach the promised land. There they can declare their 
love for the Lord, as we do in the responsorial psalm. After  
hearing    Hebrews praise Jesus as a high priest who has been 
made perfect forever, we hear Him reveal the greatest com-
mandment, which directs our love on two paths, toward God 
and toward neighbor. Listening to God’s word, let us note the 
wonderful consequences of taking God’s commands to heart.

Dedication Of The Lateran Basilica 
This is the oldest and ranks first among the four greater or patriar-
chal Churches of Rome. It was originally the palace of Constan-
tine, adapted and dedicated under the title “Our Savior” to serve 
as the Church of the Pope. The present archbasilica was built later, 
on the site of the original Church, and is now known as St. John 
Lateran, having been dedicated to St. John the Baptist.
